This summer appointment is subject to termination by either party at any time during its term and you shall be deemed to be an employee-at-will. No compensation, whether as a buy-out of the remaining term of the summer appointment, as liquidated damages, or as any other form of remuneration, shall be owed or may be paid to you upon or after termination of such appointment except for compensation that was earned prior to the date of termination. The provisions of this paragraph shall supersede and control any conflicting provisions of any University policy or employee handbook. You also agree to comply with all policies, standards and the faculty oath associated with your regular, academic year faculty appointment.
