Course Description
This class addresses the contributions and the limitations of current empirical and clinical psychological literatures about domestic violence.  Domestic Violence workers will become more able to distinguish among mental health professionals in regard to their readiness to work effectively with DV clients.  Mental health professionals will obtain an understanding of the needs of DV agencies and their clients. This class focuses primarily on the effects of DV on women and children and on their psychological needs.  The course is not appropriate for those interested in perpetrator treatment.

Given the nature of the paper and final, you’ll have access to your readings.  My job is to help you navigate the content and apply the concepts.

In addition to hands-on exercises applying content to domestic violence situations, there will be one take home exam and one final paper per section of the course which will cover many of the major concepts we cover in lecture, discussion and readings.
