The Haven’s mission is to interrupt the intergenerational pattern of substance abuse, to positively impact a woman and her family’s quality of life, and to reduce the social consequences and cost of drug abuse/addiction.

The Haven and the Haven Harmon House Program serves 65 adult women.     The program is approximately 9-12 months. Once in the community, clients attend a specialized Outpatient program to solidify their successful integration back into society.  Day Treatment is also available.  Services are holistic, comprehensive, and collaborative including:
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· Individual, group and family counseling and therapy

· Urinalysis and breathalyzers 

· Evidenced Based Practices

· Strategies for Self Improvement and Change-female adjunct curriculum

· Relapse Prevention

Family Services 
· Partners in Parenting education and skill-building

· Circles of Support family group therapy

· Journey Beyond Abuse group

Educational/Vocational Services
· Vocational education, on-site GED, job readiness & placement assistance 
· Culinary arts program

Medical and Mental Health Services
· Help with obtaining Medicaid, CICP, free or low cost prescription plans

· On-site medical & mental health services

· Treatment of co-occurring disorders

· Seeking Safety group-PTSD and substance abuse curriculum

· Medication monitoring, including methadone monitoring

Life Skills/Recreational Services
· Financial literacy education, meal preparation, household maintenance, computers, gardening, parenting, etc. 

· Recreational activities

Collaboration/Coordination/Case Management
· Monthly status reports, treatment plan reviews, joint case reviews
· On-going coordination with agencies, i.e. probation, child welfare, housing programs, courts, medical, mental health providers, attorneys, employers, workforce centers

Clients can be referred from Community Corrections, Probation, Department of Corrections, Department of Human Services and/or women who are simply seeking help to improve the quality of their life.
