The Haven Mother’s House Mission is to provide a safe and empowering Therapeutic Community for pregnant women and women with infants where women can recover from addictions and co-occurring disorders; deliver healthy, drug-free babies; improve parenting skills, and become self-sufficient, confident, and productive members of the community. 

The program is approximately 9-12 months and while in treatment clients begin working and planning their transition into the community.  Once in the community, clients attend a specialized outpatient program to solidify their successful integration back into society.  Day Treatment is also available.  Services include:
