Preparing for your MEG scan

On the day of your MEG scan, we recommend the following steps before coming for your visit:

1) Take off any removable metal jewelry, especially piercing jewelry

2) Do not wear makeup
3) Do not wear an underwire bra (sports bras are fine)
4) If you wear eyeglasses, you will not be able to wear them in the MEG scanner.  We can provide you with MEG compatible lenses for the scan session.  If you can bring your prescription with you (left and right eye diopter of correction – e.g., -2.75), it will facilitate fitting you with the temporary lenses during the session.  Your optometrist or opthamologist can provide you with these numbers.  Contact lenses are fine for MEG scans.
