The College of Nursing Alumni Association (CONAA) scholarship program accepts applications once a year. The
award pool is generated from alumni gifts to the Alumni Association scholarship fund and offers one award
annually. The CONAA Scholarship Committee will make the award in the fall, based on merit, student interests
and financial need. If you are awarded the CONAA scholarship, we will notify the Office of Financial Aid as it will
impact other aid for which you may be eligible. Awards will be applied to the spring semester tuition. December
graduates will receive disbursement prior to graduation.

COLORADO REPORTING REQUIREMENTS (HB 1023)

Effective August 1, 2006, the Colorado State Legislature passed House Bill (HB) 1023, which requires the University to
gather additional information for any student who applies for and receives any form of federal, state or local public
benefits, including in-state tuition and merit, need, or other institutional financial assistance through a state institution of
higher education. Any student WHO HAS NOT applied for financial aid by filing the FAFSA must also sign an affidavit
stating that he/she is lawfully present in the United States and present appropriate identification to the Registrar’s Office in
order to receive the benefits. Since the passage of HB 1023, institutional scholarships can only be awarded to
international students who are in the U.S. and whose lawful presence can be verified.

GENERAL REQUIREMENTS

1. Admission to a graduate nursing degree program on the Anschutz Medical Campus.

2. U.S. citizen, permanent resident or international student in compliance with HB1023.

3. Reqgistered for at least one course in a College of Nursing degree program the semester you receive this award in
order for this award to be applied to your account.

SCHOLARSHIP CRITERIA

1. GPA minimum of 3.5

2. Enrolled in a Master’s, DNP or PhD program at the CU College of Nursing

3. Professional philosophy and goals

4. Completion of at least one semester of a nursing program at the College of Nursing
5. Demonstrate critical thinking skills and potential for leadership
