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CCHE General Education Requirements:
All UCD Knowledge Area approved core courses must be submitted to CCHE for gtPathways review as a state-wide, guaranteed transfer general education course.  CCOC will utilize content and competency requirements developed by 2-yr and 4-yr faculty for the gtPathways program in the review process for UCD Knowledge Area core courses. Departments submitting a course to CCOC for review in the Knowledge Areas should download CCHE content criteria (arts and humanities, social and behavioral sciences, or natural and physical sciences) and competency criteria (critical thinking, mathematics, reading, technology and/or written communication);  http://highered.colorado.gov/Academics/Transfers/gtPathways/Criteria/evaluation.html
In addition to the CCHE criteria for the gtPathways courses, CCOC will require a course submitted for approval in the UCD core Knowledge Areas to meet the criteria identified below.

Definition and Relevance of the Discipline:  
The course should provide a clear understanding of the nature of the discipline; specify the principles upon which it operates and the demarcation between it and other disciplines; explain its own distinct ways of asking questions, organizing information, articulating ideas, responding to contemporary problems, questions, or issues; and outline the standards of evaluation or perception, that is, how the discipline “sees” and judges (cognitive, ethical, aesthetic, scientific, etc.).  

The course should include its relationships to other disciplines within the broader Knowledge Area.  It should make clear why it is included in the Core Curriculum, how the subject matter is, or can be, applied to contemporary experience and how it might, or should, relate to individual student’s lives.  For example: showing how an awareness of cultural developments and “world view” make the study of the sciences more meaningful and demonstrates contemporary relevancy; demonstrating the linkages of biology and chemistry enhances and enriches the study of both; providing insight into the economic or political circumstances of a given time and place brings fuller understanding of the nature and impact of the arts.
The course should be seen as an important opportunity to help students learn how to make sense of distinct fields of knowledge and their relationship to each other.
Methodology of the Discipline:

The course should define the kinds of questions the discipline addresses and the fundamental ways in which the discipline develops and approaches these questions and should provide direct experience with the methods of developing knowledge in this field, that is, entering the world of hands-on investigation (such as laboratory experiments, survey techniques, studio artistry, library research, written analysis, etc.).

Historical Perspective:
The course should provide an awareness of how and when the discipline has developed as well as the chronological and cultural context in which it has operated and continues to operate in the contemporary world.
