I have read and understand the J-1 Overview which describes the purpose and regulations of the J-1 Exchange Visitor Program sponsored by the University of Colorado Denver as authorized by the United States Department of State and administered by International Student and Scholar Services (ISSS).  
In addition, I understand that as the faculty sponsor/supervisor of the international scholar I assume substantial responsibility for compliance with the terms of the J-1 program as outlined in the J-1 Overview.  I understand that any questions concerning the J-1 participant’s visa status and program while at our institution will be referred to ISSS.

Purpose and Limitation of the Exchange Visitor Program

The broad purpose of the Exchange Visitor Program is to promote international educational and cultural exchange, in order to develop mutual understanding between the people of the United States and other countries.  Exchange programs exist in a variety of formats and permit visitors to come to this country for a wide range of activities.  This university’s Exchange Visitor Program provides opportunities for study and research.

Many participants in the J-1 Program are subject to a requirement that they return home for a minimum of two years upon completion of their program.  The purpose of the requirement is to allow the home country to benefit from the Exchange Visitor's experience in the United States.  The terms of this requirement are specified on the DS-2019 form.  If you have questions about the requirements and whether or not they apply to you, please raise them with the Consular Office when you apply for your visa.
Changes in Terms

I understand that no changes in the participant’s program objectives, or terms of the official letter of invitation/offer may be changed without prior notification to and approval by ISSS, including change of department, funding source or amount, and location of employment.   

Personal Support

I understand that as a faculty sponsor/supervisor I am not allowed to provide funding, financial sponsorship, or remuneration from my own personal funds for the participant’s program and activities while at the University of Colorado Denver | Anschutz Medical Campus and that I am strongly discouraged from providing room and board to the participant in my own home or property. 

Cultural Component

I understand that part of the J-1 Exchange Visitor program requires a cultural component. My department will offer and make available to exchange visitors and the accompanying spouses and dependents, if any, a variety of cross-cultural activities that give the broadest exposure to American society, culture and institutions. Examples of these activities include, but are not limited to, research collaborations, professional/non-professional departmental events, presentations, conferences and the overall exposure to American society, culture, and institutions. I will also encourage the exchange visitor(s) to participate voluntarily in activities that are for the purpose of sharing the language, culture, or history of their home country with Americans, provided such activities do not delay the completion of the J-1 program.

In-Person Component
I understand that the U.S. Department of State requires exchange visitors in the following categories to participate remotely no more than 40% of the time while they are in the U.S.: Professors and Research Scholars, Short-term Scholars, Specialists and Student Interns. A fully or predominantly virtual exchange program is not permitted.  
.English Proficiency
I understand that the invited J-1 scholar must possess sufficient proficiency in the English language to successfully to participate in his or her program and to function on a day-to-day basis and the invited scholar must provide evidence as outlined in the J-1 English Language Proficiency Policy.
Prohibitions of the CU Denver J-1 Program

The following activities are strictly prohibited under the terms and conditions of the J-1 program.  Failure to comply with any of the following terms and conditions may result in revocation of the individual’s J-1 status.
· J-1 participants may not have any direct patient contact or any patient care responsibilities.  In this context, no direct patient care and no patient contact mean that a J-1 participant may not touch any patient.  
· Failure to comply risks the J-1 holder’s status and CU Denver’s authority to sponsor the J-1 program.

· J-1 participants may not accept any unauthorized employment or additional remuneration for any activity outside of the authorized J program.

· J-1 participants may not change any aspect of their program terms without advance approval from the CU Denver International Student and Scholar Services, i.e., academic objective; effective dates; faculty supervisor; amount and/or source of funding; work location; or insurance coverage.

· Faculty sponsors/supervisors may not authorize any change for any aspect of the J-1 participant’s program, either verbally or in writing.  The J-1 participant and CU Denver faculty sponsor are responsible for understanding and complying with the terms of the program.  Representations or statements made by the faculty sponsor do not change the terms of the J-1 program or relieve the participants of their obligations under the terms of the program.

· Participants may not hold tenured or tenure-eligible faculty positions.

· CU Denver’s J-1 Program may not be used for physicians with clinical responsibilities or for any position that involves patient contact.  There is only one official agency authorized to issue J-1 invitations to physicians with clinical responsibilities who are formally enrolled in a Graduate Medical Education program:  the Education Commission on Foreign Medical Graduates (ECFMG).

· If the scholar has held J-1 research scholar or professor status in the U.S. during the preceding two years, s/he is not eligible for J-1 research scholar or professor status.
Reporting Requirement
ISSS is required to report any “serious incident or controversy” involving a J-1 exchange visitor to the U.S. Department of State within one business day of learning about the incident.  We need your help to make sure that we know about any incidents that would trigger the reporting requirement.
The Department of State defines a “serious incident or controversy” as “any situations that have or could endanger the health, safety, or welfare of an exchange visitor or otherwise could be expected to bring the Department of State, the Exchange Visitor Program, or the sponsor’s exchange visitor program into notoriety or disrepute.”  Examples of qualifying incidents include, but are not limited to:
·         The death, disappearance, or serious injury or illness of the exchange visitor
·         Incidents involving the criminal justice system
·         Sexually-related incidents or abuse
·         Negative press involving the sponsor’s exchange visitor program
·         Incidents where a foreign government has become involved
·         Lost or stolen immigration documents
·         Theft of intellectual property
·         Violation of export controls (that is, export of sensitive technology or information)
·         Other situations impacting exchange visitor safety
Failure to comply with the terms of the program may result in termination of the University of Colorado Denver’s authority to sponsor the J-1 program; termination of my authorization as a faculty member to sponsor a J-1 participant; and/or loss of J-1 status for the participant.
